General Requirements for All Grant Programs 
Applicants must be registered charities within the meaning of the Income Tax Act. Organizations with pending status must receive their charitable status before December 31, 2010.
Applicants must do the majority of their charitable work within the District of Thunder Bay.
 

Applications may be for a charity’s own capital acquisitions and special projects.

Applicants should demonstrate that they currently do not have the financial resources to fund the project under consideration.  Large provincial or national charities must demonstrate that the project is uniquely beneficial to the community and will not be funded through the larger organization. 
Applicants must use the funds within one year after the date of receipt and funds must only be used to support the project specified in the successful application. If the project is ongoing, applicants should demonstrate the ability to support the project under consideration after the Foundation’s funds have been spent.

Applicants agree that the Foundation may review the documentation and progress of the project.

 

Successful applicants must complete and return a project report form by September 30th of the year following the receipt of a grant.
Applicants must recognize the Foundation in an appropriate manner.

Applications for funds to be reallocated to other organizations will not be considered. 

Applications for regular operating funds are considered on a project by project basis. To fund general operating expenses the Community Foundation has established an Agency Endowment Fund program.  To learn more about the Agency Endowment Fund program please visit the Foundation’s website.  Charities with endowment funds may also apply to the various grant programs for special projects and capital acquisitions.
General Limitations for All Grant Programs
The Foundation does not award grants to individuals.

 

The Foundation does not award grants for projects that promote the aims of a specific religion or political party.

 

At this time, the Foundation does not consider requests for multi-year grants or pledges.

 

The Foundation prefers not to provide partial funding for projects.

 

The Foundation may not award another grant to an applicant who does not fulfill the criteria of a previous grant.
