About Joshua Dyke:

November 20th, 1980 Mrs. Edith Dyke passed away at the age of 84.  In her Will she established a fund to provide scholarships in honour of her father, the late Rev. Joshua Dyke.  Rev. Dyke was the founder of Wesley Methodist Church (now Wesley United Church) in 1890 and was Mayor of the City of Fort William in 1902. 

Mrs. Dyke was a graduate of Victoria College, University of Toronto and was one of the first women to practice law in the District of Thunder Bay.
